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Communist Party? This book may provide the answer to these
questions.

I have also attempted in some degree to answer the questions
that have been put to leading Stepney Communists by other Com-
munists in the country, as to how the Stepney Communists have
made their advances. I hope that the experiences described will
be of value to Communists and active workers throughout the
country.
